Q - IS THERE ANY PARTICULAR TIME OF YEAR TO APPLY FOR FUNDING? 

A - SUMMER IS QUIET; BUT DEPENDS ON AREA.

Q - WHAT ARE THE CHANCES OF GRANT APPLICATIONS BEING SUCCESFUL?
A - SEED FUND-PRETTY GOOD, LIMITED MONEY, PANELS VARY AND APPLICATIONS ALSO VARY SIGNIFICANTLY.

Q - WOULD YOU FUND RESEARCH?
A - MOST PROJECTS ARE ACTIVITIES, DON’T THINK WE HAVE HAD ANY APPLICATIONS REGARDING RESEARCH.


Q - WHAT GROUPS HAVE BEEN FUNDED?
A - VARIETY-81 APPROX. TINY GROUPS TO LARGE ORGANISATIONS.
Q - HOW OFTEN DO PANELS MEET?
A - NORMALLY QUARTERLY.
Q - WHAT ARE THE INGREDIENTS FOR A GOOD APPLICATION?
A - CLEAR AND PRECISE, SHOWING OF ORGANISATIONS PURPOSE AND GOALS AND IDEALLY TYPED.
Q - WHAT IS THE PROSPECT OF SEEING A PANEL FACE TO FACE?
A - LARGE GRANTS- NORMALLY YES. IF IT HELPS PANEL UNDERSTAND THE ORGANISATION BETTER IT WILL BE CONSIDERED. SMALL GRANTS ARE OVERSUBSCRIBED.
Q - WHAT DO YOU THINK ABOUT PARTNERSHIP APPLICATIONS?
A - IDEALLY ONE CONTRACT= ONE GROUP BUT WOULD UNDERSTAND TWO SEPERATE APPLICATIONS FOR TWO SEPERATE GRANTS.
Q - WHAT IS CONSIDERED A RELIGIOUS GROUP?
A - WHEN IT IS ACCURATELY PROMOTING RELIGION.
Q - WOULD YOU FUND A MINIBUS?
A - RECURRING/ONGOING COSTS A PROBLEM, BUT CAN DEPEND ON FUND.
Q - WHAT SORT OF TIME FOR NEW FUNDING APPLICATION?
A - WILL CONSIDER MORE THAN ONE PROJECT AT A TIME, BUT NORMALLY ONCE EVERY 12 MONTHS.
