Although the Trustees enjoy complete discretion when
considering applications, they are inclined to favour applications
for:

e Equipment; from organisation’s supporting the elderly,

people with disabilities and from youth groups.

e Small specific capital projects of proven viability from

community groups.

e 10% towards overhead costs - considering the cost-of-living

crisis, applicants can request a 10% contribution (of the total
amount requested) towards overhead costs (utilities etc).

The Trustees do not usually fund large building appeals.

Who can apply?

The Earthshot Prize is an initiative for individuals and
organisations from across the world to respond to challenges
that aim to restore the environment and ignite a 'decade of
action to repair the Earth'. The Prize will be awarded to five
winners every year, until 2030, which is the deadline for the
UN’s Sustainable Development Goals. Applicants will need to
demonstrate the ability of their project, concept or innovation to
provide a scalable way of tackling the planet’s biggest
environmental challenges. The five Earthshots are:

e Protect and restore nature

e Clean our air

e Revive our oceans

e Build a waste-free world

e Fix our climate

The Prize will be awarded to 'the most outstanding efforts' to

meet each challenge.

Who can apply?

The Prize will be open individuals, businesses and communities
from across the world, across all sectors of industry and society,

not just technology.

Grant amount:

The initiative will be awarding five prizes of £1 million each year,
for ten years. Through this, and the winners' work following
each initial challenge, the aim is to be able to provide at least 50

solutions to the world's greatest problems by 2030.

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Listed Places of Worship Grant Scheme Department

for Culture,
Media & Sport

Aims/priorities:

The Listed Places of Worship Grant Scheme makes grants
towards the VAT incurred in maintenance and repairs to listed
buildings that are primarily used for public worship, or which are
listed places of worship owned by, or under the authority of, a
number of specified organisations that look after redundant
places of worship. The scheme applies to listed places of

worship of all religions and faith groups throughout the UK.

Who can apply?

The scheme applies to listed buildings that are mainly used as a
place of public worship. To be eligible, the place of worship
must be listed with the relevant statutory listing agency (Historic
England, CADW, Historic Scotland or Northern Ireland
Environment Agency). The listing must be in force when the

works are undertaken.

Grant amount:

The minimum value of invoices (excluding VAT) for any one
claim to the scheme is £1,000. An application may comprise a
number of smaller invoices, but each claim must apply to works
that are eligible under the scheme and together generate
combined invoice values of no less than £1,000 excluding VAT.
In addition, to allow places of worship undertaking smaller works
to benefit from the scheme, each listed place of worship will also
be allowed to submit one claim with a value of between £500
and £1,000 (excluding the VAT paid) in any 12 month period.
